Start the day in Courthouse Square at the corner of Santa
Rosa Avenue and Fourth Street in downtown Santa Rosa,
where you can find Marcie reading a book on a bench. Next
up is historic Railroad Square for a visit at the California
Welcome Center in the old railroad depot. Browse the shops
in the area as you locate the other Peanuts statues.
